For the Easter
Vigil, up to 7 from the Old Testament plus 1 New Testament reading before the Gospel
may be read. For Easter Sunday Mass during the day, there are the usual two readings
before the Gospel.

5. The Gospel was from Luke for the Easter Vigil; it was from John for Easter Sunday Mass
during the day.

6. In all the Gospels for the Easter Vigil or Easter Mass during the day, we hear that Jesus’
followers found an empty tomb on Easter morning, because Jesus had risen from the
dead as He said!

7. Often people are baptized on Easter, both babies and adults.
