December 7, 2025: The 2nd Sunday of Advent 
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First Reading 
Isaiah 11:1-10 
On that day, a shoot shall sprout from the stump of Jesse, 
and from his roots a bud shall blossom. The spirit of the 
LORD shall rest upon him: a spirit of wisdom and of 
understanding, a spirit of counsel and of strength, a spirit 
of knowledge and of fear of the LORD, and his delight 
shall be the fear of the LORD. Not by appearance shall he 
judge, nor by hearsay shall he decide, but he shall judge 
the poor with justice, and decide aright for the land's 
afflicted. 
He shall strike the ruthless with the rod of his mouth, and 
with the breath of his lips he shall slay the wicked. Justice 
shall be the band around his waist, and faithfulness a belt 
upon his hips. Then the wolf shall be a guest of the lamb, 
and the leopard shall lie down with the kid; the calf and 
the young lion shall browse together, with a little child to 
guide them. The cow and the bear shall be neighbors, 
together their young shall rest; the lion shall eat hay like 
the ox. The baby shall play by the cobra's den, and the 
child lay his hand on the adder's lair. There shall be no 
harm or ruin on all my holy mountain; for the earth shall 
be filled with knowledge of the LORD, as water covers the 
sea. On that day, the root of Jesse, set up as a signal for 
the nations, the Gentiles shall seek out, for his dwelling 
shall be glorious.

I am baptizing you 
with water, for repentance, but the One Who is coming 
after me is mightier than I. I am not worthy to carry His 
sandals. He will baptize you with the Holy Spirit and fire. 
His winnowing fan is in His hand. He will clear His 
threshing floor and gather His wheat into His barn, but 
the chaff He will burn with unquenchable fire."

For Zion’s sake I will not be silent, 
for Jerusalem’s sake I will not be quiet, 
until her vindication shines forth like the 
dawn and her victory like a burning torch. 
Nations shall behold your vindication, 
and all the kings your glory; 
you shall be called by a new name 
pronounced by the mouth of the LORD. 
You shall be a glorious crown in the hand of 
the LORD, 
a royal diadem held by your God. 
No more shall people call you “Forsaken,” 
or your land “Desolate,” 
but you shall be called “My Delight,” 
and your land “Espoused.” 
For the LORD delights in you 
and makes your land His spouse. 
As a young man marries a virgin, 
your Builder shall marry you; 
and as a bridegroom rejoices in his bride 
so shall your God rejoice in you.

Matthew 1:1-25 
The book of the genealogy of Jesus Christ, the son of 
David, the son of Abraham. Abraham became the father 
of Isaac, Isaac the father of Jacob, Jacob the father of 
Judah and his brothers. Judah became the father of Perez 
and Zerah, whose mother was Tamar. Perez became the 
father of Hezron, Hezron the father of Ram, Ram the 
father of Amminadab. Amminadab became the father of 
Nahshon, Nahshon the father of Salmon, Salmon the 
father of Boaz, whose mother was Rahab. Boaz became 
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December 24, 2025: The Nativity of the Lord (Vigil 
Mass) 
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the father of Obed, whose mother was Ruth. Obed 
became the father of Jesse, Jesse the father of David the 
king. 
 
David became the father of Solomon, whose mother had 
been the wife of Uriah. Solomon became the father of 
Rehoboam, Rehoboam the father of Abijah, Abijah the 
father of Asaph. Asaph became the father of 
Jehoshaphat, Jehoshaphat the father of Joram, Joram 
the father of Uzziah. Uzziah became the father of 
Jotham, Jotham the father of Ahaz, Ahaz the father of 
Hezekiah. Hezekiah became the father of Manasseh, 
Manasseh the father of Amos, Amos the father of Josiah. 
Josiah became the father of Jechoniah and his brothers 
at the time of the Babylonian exile. 
 
After the Babylonian exile, Jechoniah became the father 
of Shealtiel, Shealtiel the father of Zerubbabel, 
Zerubbabel the father of Abiud. Abiud became the father 
of Eliakim, Eliakim the father of Azor, Azor the father of 
Zadok. Zadok became the father of Achim, Achim the 
father of Eliud, Eliud the father of Eleazar. Eleazar 
became the father of Matthan, Matthan the father of 
Jacob, Jacob the father of Joseph, the husband of Mary. 
Of her was born Jesus Who is called the Christ. 
 
 
Thus the total number of generations from Abraham to 
David is fourteen generations; from David to the 
Babylonian exile, fourteen generations; from the 
Babylonian exile to the Christ, fourteen generations.
