First Reading

Revelation 7:2-4, 9-14

I, John, saw another angel come up from the East,
holding the seal of the living God. He cried out in a loud
voice to the four angels who were given power to
damage the land and the sea, “Do not damage the land
or the sea or the trees until we put the seal on the
foreheads of the servants of our God.” | heard the
number of those who had been marked with the seal,
one hundred and forty-four thousand mark from every
tribe of the children of Israel.

Romans 6:3-9

Rather, we
wanted to present ourselves as a model for you,

work, neither should that one eat. We hear that some
are conducting themselves among you in a disorderly
way, by not keeping busy but minding the business of
others. Such people we instruct and urge in the Lord
Jesus Christ to work quietly and to eat their own food.

Gospel Reading

Luke 21:5-19

While some people were speaking about how the temple
was adorned with costly stones and votive offerings,
Jesus said, "All that you see here-the days will come
when there will not be left a stone upon another stone
that will not be thrown down."

Then they asked Him, "Teacher, when will this happen?
And what sign will there be when all these things are
about to happen?" He answered, "See that you not be
deceived, for many will come in My Name, saying, 'l am
He,' and 'The time has come.' Do not follow them! When
you hear of wars and insurrections, do not be terrified;
for such things must happen first, but it will not
immediately be the end." Then He said to them, "Nation
will rise against nation, and kingdom against kingdom.
There will be powerful earthquakes, famines, and
plagues from place to place; and awesome sights and
mighty signs will come from the sky.

"Before all this happens, however, they will seize and
persecute you, they will hand you over to the synagogues
and to prisons, and they will have you led before kings
and governors because of My Name.

You will even be handed over by parents, brothers,
relatives, and friends, and they will put some of you to
death. You will be hated by all because of My Name, but
not a hair on your head will be destroyed.

Let us then throw off the works of darkness and
put on the armor of light; let us conduct ourselves
properly as in the day, not in orgies and drunkenness, not
in promiscuity and lust, not in rivalry and jealousy.

Gospel Reading

Matthew 24:37-44

Jesus said to His disciples:

"As it was in the days of Noah, so it will be at the coming
of the Son of Man. In those days before the flood, they
were eating and drinking,

marrying and giving in marriage, up to the day that Noah
entered the ark. They did not know until the flood came
and carried them all away. So will it be also at the coming
of the Son of Man. Two men will be out in the field; one
will be taken, and one will be left. Two women will be
grinding at the mill; one will be taken, and one will be
left. Therefore, stay awake! For you do not know on
which day your Lord will come. Be sure of this: if the
master of the house had known the hour of night when
the thief was coming, he would have stayed awake and
not let his house be broken into. So too, you also must
be prepared, for at an hour you do not expect, the Son of
Man will come.”
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
